Open the GrainPro® Compostable Pouch. Fill 
the GrainPro® Compostable Pouch up to the 

recommended capacity.
Note: Commodities must be stored at a safe moisture 
content level.

Remove excess air by squeezing the pouch 
gently around the commodity before sealing.

HEAT SEAL

Heat seal the top section of the pouch above
the pouch’s tear notch.

TEAR NOTCH

When opening, cut along the tear notch just 
below the welded section. Reseal the bags 

using the heat sealer when needed.

Degassing roasted coffee beans before placing 
them in the GrainPro® Compostable Pouch is 

required.

The GrainPro® Compostable Pouch is made of plant-based 

materials. Home compost certified materials biodegrade within 

12 months at a temperature around 30°C.

Cut and Tear: 
Start by cutting the compostable pouch 
into smaller pieces and/or tearing them 

apart. This helps accelerate the 
decomposition process.

Prepare Compost Bin:
Choose a sunny spot in your backyard 
and set up a compost bin or pile. Make 

sure it has good drainage.

Add to Compost Bin:
Place the torn pouch pieces into the 

compost bin along with other 
compostable materials like food scraps 

and yard waste.
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Moisture and Aeration:
Keep the compost pile moist but not 

waterlogged. Regularly mix or turn the 
pile to provide oxygen for faster 

decomposition.

Patience and Use:
Be patient and allow the compostable 
pouch to break down over time. Once 

fully decomposed, use the compost to 
enrich your garden soil.
